MAY MANIFEST IN DIFFERENT FORMS

Bullying, including verbal and/or physical harassment. 
Sexual harassment, also referred to as "teasing" or innuendo. 
Non-consensual touching, sexual assault and/or seduction. 
Tolerance (or encouragement) of male dominance or aggression in the school
environment.
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May negatively affect
relationships with peers and

increase the likelihood of violent
behaviour 

Can reduce school
performance. 

May affect self-esteem and lead
to emotional difficulties.

School Gender Based Violence violates children's
fundamental rights, it is a form of gender
discrimination, when all children have the right to
feel and be protected from all forms of
discrimination and violence wherever they come
from.
